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Paper Tiger History at Evans Bay by Jane Thomassen

This year saw the 40th Anniversary
of the Paper Tiger Nationals and
members of Evans Bay Yacht Club
have been involved almost from the
start. The first Club member to
feature in the Association's Boat
Register (whose name | recognise)
was Richard Watson (Spags) in the
early to mid 1970s with his purchase
of PT11l- Hawaiian (or Tip Cat).
This boat is still going strong and is
now being sailed out of Auckland.

Ray Manning was next on the scene
building PT27- Sharamuta and then
later PT43 - Partly Cloudy for his
brother Don, who later sold it to Rick
Martin who renamed it Quicksilver.

Rick was next seen in a boat he
Glenn Symans, William Sunnocks and Bruce Buckland. bllji|'[ r\:\ilmself XPT622 I Lightfoot, a

launching Bruce’s boat in 1983. boat later owned by Andrew Fagan.

Andy Brown is next to feature
building PT58 - Snoopy in 1970/71, the same year that Andy's brother Pete (Pedro) joined in with PT118 -
Scorpio. Murray McLaughlin (Jocko) also took up the sport in PT161 - Mystique and was later seen on
PT399- Luvly Bugga (always a man ahead of his time). | suspect Andy had a hand in all of these boats.

Over this time G Abbott, Chris Timms and Ross Murray were all to be seen having a blat or two on PT111
- Mascot (also known as Adredge) and Ken Hargreaves was out and about in PT293 - Puss-n-Boots. Gary
Wagstaff couldn't resist the fun and in the mid-late 70s acquired PT216 renaming it Wag'n Wagon. Gary
swears he sold the boat some time later and just forgot to tell anyone, personally | think it is still hidden in
his back yard somewhere. A later boat that people may also remember is PT2794 - Kermit owned by
Stephen Edwards

John Thomson appears to have joined in the fun in the early 80s with his purchase of PT92 - Blue Moves
(or Catfink or Beer Cat) before moving on to PT2511- Bear Hunter in 1983 and his current boat PT3003-
Crocodile Rock in 1990 which has served him well winning 7 National Championships between 1991 and
2003. About the same time Glenn Syman purchased PT546 - Tori (formerly Think Big) while still living in
Wanganui. In 1988, and by now living in Wellington Glenn purchased PT2334- Machan before his final
purchase of a brand new boat straight out of the plug, hence PT2922 - Unplugged

Peter Robins bought PT443 - Asterisk the Gaul from Dave Partington, and renamed it Rock-n-Roll in
1990. Previously Peter had been sailing PT466 Duoglide (or Kea) or was that PT761 Breakaway - must
be hard to decide when you have two boats at the same time. Meanwhile Dave's first boat seems to have
been Sly Gambler, a boat he built himself and on which he took out the 1978 National Championship
before selling it to his brother Ron in 1981. Colin Rankin and Dave Wilkinson both had a turn on PT565 -
Frantic in the late 1970s/early 80s. Dave then purchased PT888- Skytrain in 1987 and sold it to Peter
Robins in 1993, at which point Peter decided he had had enough of boat swapping, and this is the boat he
sails to this day.

Shortly after Peter had built PT761, Stu Sharp finished PT762 - Lone Soldier and not long after Rick
Martin completed his third boat PT770 - Old Mahogany later renamed Father Christmas by a future owner

An older boat, but the most recent addition to the Club fleet is PT710 purchased by Shirlene Vautier last
week. Formerly called Villach and Chianti, neither name is likely to survive given the colour of its hulls -
the bright green won't be hard to spot on the race track.
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Other older boats that have recently found their way to the Club include PT301- Lay Down Sally first
owned by Paul Vautier and now owned by Cameron Clark, a Uni convert, PT727 -Outlaw owned by Paul
Cannell, another Uni convert, and PT777 - Widget owned by new Club member Greg Shadbolt. Ryan
(Rowdy) Leatham's first boat was PT812 - Loose Unit, which he appears to still have, but it wasn't long
before he persuaded his father to handover PT821 - Flyer his current boat.

Now the numbers start to jump up, as the
Association let the Aussies have 1000-1999 and
since then we have been allocating them as needed.
Remy Thomassen joined the fleet in 1997 on PT2362
- White Lightnin' before purchasing his current boat
PT2740 - Double Dutch in 2001. Lynley Manning
joined up a year later in PT2596 her first One Fish
Two Fish boat before transferring the name to
PT2800 in 2002 when she bought a Trivial Pursuit
from her brother Simon.

The following year encouraged by Remy and
Lynley's participation Jane Thomassen purchased
PT2668 and renamed the boat Pom Puss following
Neil Blance's insistence that boat name included
reference to her English heritage. Thus the
competition for the Association's Women's Trophy
was re-ignited with Lynley, Shirlene and Jenny
Loader the next owner of PT2596 all having taken
that honour. Another current female member is
Robyn Sivewright who purchased PT2903 - Daemon
in 1999.

All three were the flow on from a resurgence of PTs

at the Club when the Nationals were hosted by

Queen Charlotte Yacht Club in Picton in 1996, home  Glenn Syman and John Thomson (JT) drinking the
base of Simon and Lynley Manning. That saw Spoils after Glenn winning the Winter Series, 1983.
Rodger Wilson purchase PT2781 - Ugly Duckling in

1995 (later to be Shirlene Vautier's first PT), Simon Manning purchase PT2867 - Adidas Eye
Protection and Darren Kingi purchase PT2383 - Flammable Wax Bougie. Not entirely happy with his boat,
Simon purchased PT2972 - Secret Men's Business in 1997, a boat he still owns despite letting Shirlene
rename it to Mustang Sally and think that she owned for a few years.

Spurred on by this change, the Muritai Nationals in 1998 saw Rodger and Darren build PT2970 (currently
in Tauranga) and PT2971 (now Lord of the Dings sailed out of New Plymouth) commonly known as the
Boysenberry Bombs, and still not satisfied they had another go 4 years later building PT3028 - Soon
(Rodger's current boat) and PT3029 Altered Image, now sailing under the name of The Dash in New
Plymouth.

Nowadays it's great to see Rick and Andy back on the water in PT2987 - Butterfly and PT3072- Hairy
Maclary respectively and bringing another ex Elliot 5.9 sailor into the fleet, being Alan Dunn on PT2887-
Happy Daze. We look forward to Jocko's come back following his practice run at Turangi in February. It's
also great to see the next generation jumping aboard with Sean Syman on PT3009 - Money for Nothing.
Another boat sitting in the shed is PT2568 - Eye of the Tiger purchased by Martin Rother in 2007.

The rapid growth in PT numbers at the Club over the last year or so is not only a great boost to numbers
on Saturday race days, but is also serving the Club well beyond the Wellington region. A quarter of the 44
boat fleet at this year's Nationals were from Evans Bay and nearly half of the NZ team going to Australia
at Easter to compete for the Interdominion Trophy are from the Club. Good luck to Glenn Syman, Peter
Robins, Sean Syman and Ryan Leatham (New Zealand Team) who are being joined by Lynley Manning
(Team Tui) for good measure.
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And to the future, the more the merrier | say - if you want to join just talk to any PT sailor and we will do
everything we can to find you a boat. My challenge to the current fleet is to be out for the first of the winter

series on Saturday 13th June - wouldn't it be great to see 18 boats on the start line, 19 if Jocko buys that
promised boat!

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I thought | would write this article for a couple of reasons, first is to share valuable information for those who
are going on a sailing holiday for the first time in Marlborough Sounds and also to acknowledge those who
forwarded valuable information which made our holiday successful.

The plan was to take our family...my wife and two daughters ages 8 and 10yr...together with my good
friend’s family with their two teenage sons, one of which has special needs.

It was also important that if this was going to be a successful holiday, all my future sailing adventures
depended on it, first impressions count! After hearing numerous stories from fellow members and how
spouses didn’t share in the same enthusiasm for sailing, | had to make sure this holiday was well planned.
That meant if it was not going to be called a “sailing adventure” but a holiday in the South Island with time to
go sailing if the weather permitted, then that shall be it! Down playing the sailing part, and emphasising the
fun to be had in the South Island.

So | came up with a few tips with assistance from fellow club members:

#1 Comfort. Nothing beats home comforts. The plan was to have suitable comfortable accommodation for
both families, a unit for each family in the Waikawa Motor Camp with adequate facilities was important
hence the shower, toilet, and kitchen not forgetting the TV! Does this sound like a home away from home?

#2 Convenience. NOO ROO was berthed conveniently in Waikawa Marina, we had all the facilities as any
family would expect. Picton was only 10 minutes drive away for shops, supermarket, doctors, the Waikawa
Motor Camp was also conveniently less than 10 minutes walk to the marina.

#3 Entertainment, the fun factor. This didn’t automatically imply sailing! Sailing was lower on the list of
priorities for this family. Shopping was and | know who's to blame for that with two young daughters and a
wife who likes window shopping. The PutPut golf in Picton worked as a good distraction from shopping and
proved to be popular and entertaining. But probably the most marks for satisfaction went to the Cherry
Picking just outside of Picton ...Jacobs Creek (see photo on back page).

#4 Road Trips. There’s nothing like doing some sightseeing and getting your land legs back again after
sailing, in this case we did trips to Blenheim, The aviation museum, Whites bay...absolutely beautiful Dept
of Conservation camp site. We also did a day trip around the Charlotte Sound road through Havelock and
on to Nelson.

#5 Sailing, did someone mention sailing? Oh is it sailing today. Actually when we arrived in Waikawa the
weather was great ...sailing weather for five days. So we took the opportunity. It was good to have our
friends with us as they had been looking forward to the sailing with anticipation and their enthusiasm rubbed
off on my wife and daughters. My daughter’s minds had been on shopping or visiting Nelson!

#6 Participation. Your captain now requires your assistance to take the helm. | made sure everyone took
turns sailing the yacht. From the youngest of children up to the parents not forgetting my wife who's
reaction was “Who me? What am | supposed to do?” Not only did it keep everyone’s mind occupied but
they also knew they could be called upon to steer NOO ROO at any time.

#6 Flexibility. We didn’t set out with any particular expectations as the main factor was the weather and to
have fun for everyone. The night before we would discuss some ideas for things to do - a plan A and a plan
B and ensure everyone was going to be up early enough. Luckily enough it worked well with the good
weather and we went sailing each day for the first five days.

#7 Avoiding Seasickness. We were very lucky as only one person suffered sea sickness. Unfortunately he
didn’t have any medication but soon as we brought him up from the cabin and out into the cockpit and with
the help of the fresh air he came right. The combination of the hot weather, wearing a life jacket and in the
stuffy cabin didn’t help matters. We did bring with us the Ginger product, Sea legs and the wrist band. My
wife was so concerned to not get seasick that she would not go in the cabin.

#8 Alternative Activities. Breaking the sailing up into other activities, when we would find an anchorage we
took our swimming and diving gear, the tender was fun for the kids to play on and row around with.
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#9 Organising. A marina berth was important for easy access not just for those who hadn’t sailed before
but also for my friend’s special needs son. It turned out well as we didn’t know if he would take to sailing,
his parents were resigned to maybe having to take turns at staying at home with him. So it was of great
satisfaction that he took to the yacht like a duck to water.

It was important that we also didn’t spend too much time on the water, and picking the weather to go
sailing. We started off only doing short trips from Waikawa Bay and building up to longer trips.

Ensuring we had plenty of food and kept the sailing to the max of three hours at a time. This would cover
most of the area within radius of Waikawa Bay anyway.

When sailing it was mostly motor sailing, using the roller furler and the outboard motor. We kept to an easy
4knots. This made it comfortable for everyone on board, not having the yacht tilt over too much and the
outboard motor being a 4 stroke 15hp seemed to tick along without too much noise either.

We also had activities during our trips, when we stopped in a sheltered bay, we would put the tarp up to
protect everyone from the sun and ensure everyone was comfortable to have something to eat and drink.
It was then entertaining to watch everyone enticed into what looked like inviting water to swim. But the first
person to get in would shriek “ITS COLD” which would have everyone back peddling into the cockpit to
reconsider. Thoughts of a gangplank and boat hook to prod them in came to mind. | had spring wetsuits for
our daughters which kept them warm enough to keep them wanting to stay in the water. | had also brought
along my diving gear to go snorkelling for paua. We didn’t have much luck with our fishing, but it did keep
everyone entertained for a few hours with anticipation of a catch for dinner, some of us later settled for fish
and chips!

In all it was a successful trip, the true litmus test is the question “Would you like to go for another holiday in
the sounds?” My wife already has asked if she can work at the cherry orchard. With my reply “Yes dear we
can go sailing again next year”. Our friends gave us very positive feedback about our holiday and felt like
they came back to wellington to a grounding. They wished they could have still been on holiday sailing. ...oh
and yes we didn’t forget Wyn our dog...he was pleased to see us back. | wonder who will look after him next
year?
