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From the Vice...

As from the 1st January 2009 the new rule book became effective worldwide, all sailors of all
capabilities should have a copy. Our office manager, Dale, can provide you a copy at a modest
$20 each. For big boats YNZ have published a separate booklet on the Safety Regulations and
these are also available from Dale. The club expects that all competitors will comply with the rules
and regulations. The ISAF website www.sailing.org can also be of use for information.

Saturday of Queens Birthday Weekend saw Matariki 2009 hosted at the club and organised by
Hoe Tonga Pacifika Waka Ama Association which ran races from the club around to the fountain
and back, and for the more experienced from the club around Matiu/Somes Island then to the
fountain and back to the club.

One of the facits which became very obvious was the number of volunteers around the premises,
from taking entries to checking safety requirements to preparing for the after match function held in
the club.

However for various reasons the numbers are getting down and unless we
increase the basis of volunteers there will consequences that will affect some activities at the club.

- People interested in organising racing for all classes and where appropriate speaking for their
class group.
Race Officers are in control of on the water and have experience in that role. Those who wish
to undertake this aspect can contact myself and | will advise the next steps in becoming a RO
or assistant.
Results are an important part of the process and require a person with basic computer skills to
take the finishing times from the RO and enter into the computer. This role is basically an on
the shore one but with a laptop could also involve being on the water.
Rescue crew are also required and training in the use of the boats can be given. Unless there
are the required rescue boats the Committee and/or RO may consider limiting the number of
classes that can race that day.
Class representatives co-ordinating with the committee. This involves speaking with the class
as a whole and getting feedback to the committee.

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The Australian Adventures of the Evans Bay Paper Ti  ger Fleet

You may have noticed the fast moving and fast growing Evans Bay Paper Tiger fleet has been missing a
few boats for club racing recently, this wasn'’t just because the boats were going so fast that you didn’t see
them racing around, it was due to 5 members of the club (Peter Robins, Glenn Syman, Ryan (Rowdy)
Leatham, Sean Syman and Lynley Manning) packing their little babies, whoops | mean boats, into a forty
foot Maersk Line shipping container to be transported over to Lake lllawara, New South Wales, Australia.

It all began (well for Me, Peter and two others in the team anyway) with the 6am flight out of Wellington
direct to Sydney where we were picked up by one of the Australian organising committee and driven down
the New South Wales coast to Lake lllawara, a little over an hour south, by this stage we were starting to
feel a little bit like rock stars and the feeling only got stronger as we were delivered to the house that was
billeting us.

Ever wondered what happened to the America’s Cup...
Blatantly plagiarised from articles by John Rousmaniere, Eric Sharp and stuff.co.nz

George Schuyler and John Cox Stevens got it right when they founded the America's Cup in the
1850s. Half a century later, a cup historian, Herbert L. Stone, said this: "The America's Cup, after
all, is a synonym of things brave and big and famous." That may not seem the case today as we
sadly peer into the slough of despond into which the cup has been allowed to topple, but it's what
the America's Cup was as recently as June 2007, when the Kiwis and the Alinghis brawled off
Valencia.

The owners of the yacht America dedicated the trophy she won in England as a challenge cup.
No challenger, no race. One of the founders' strokes of genius is that they encouraged the two
sides to negotiate terms over boats, schedules, race courses, rules, and anything else. Another is
that Stevens and Schuyler set mandatory conditions to force the defender to hold a race should
there be no mutual consent. The challenger first blows the trumpet, then the challenger and the
defender together have to play a tune. It may not be the tune the defender likes, but he has to
play something, and it must be a duet, unless the defender forfeits.

What's wrong with that? Not much. Those simple rules have worked well for almost 130 years
because defenders usually understood that they were not owners of a trophy but trustees for the
most exciting kind of competition there is, which is a challenge match. Nearly 40 years ago the
New York Yacht Club advanced the principle further by opening the event to multiple challengers.
That worked, too, and for a long time. Now we're being told that this solid foundation is crumbling
because it requires the defender to actually listen to the challengers - a terrible thing, apparently,
even though it has succeeded more than 30 times.

A meeting between the Swiss defender Alinghi and American challenger BMW Oracle in March
2008 ended in stalemate. The failed negotiations in Geneva, Switzerland, prompted Team New
Zealand to call for Alinghi owner Ernesto Bertarelli to forfeit the cup immediately and let Oracle
hold a conventional event with multiple challengers in 2010.

New Zealand leader Grant Dalton said, “Having admitted that they cannot be ready by October,
we believe that Alinghi should forfeit right now, allowing BMW Oracle and the other challengers to
get the America’s Cup back on track and minimizing challengers’ continuing financial hardship
that (Alinghi) created,” said Dalton, whose syndicate has sued Alinghi for monetary damages
allegedly caused when Alinghi unilaterally cancelled the America’s Cup planned for 2009.

The America’s Cup has helped keep the sport of sailing in the dark ages by its hidebound
traditionalism. While cup teams like to boast that their boats are cutting-edge machines, the truth
is that an 85-foot, $5 million cup boat would get its butt kicked by a 20-foot, $20,000 Tornado
catamaran. Oracle’s challenge may drag the event, kicking and screaming, into the 21st Century.

But that presupposes a race between equals, where two teams have an equal chance to come
up with the best design, not a repeat of the tortoise-and-hare contest that saw Dennis Conner’'s
catamaran destroy a giant monohull from New Zealand in 1988.
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When Alinghi cancelled the America’s Cup planned for 2009, that unilateral action threw a dozen
challenger teams into limbo. Kiwi leader Dalton, once Bertarelli's “head cheerleader,” probably
spoke for most when he said, “We believe that given the opportunity, BMW Oracle would be only
too willing to work with the America’s Cup community as a whole to restore the Cup’s standing to
what it was at the conclusion of the last America’s Cup. Regattas could be held in Valencia this
summer sailing the 2007 Cup yachts; next year the new 90-foot yachts could be racing and a
multi-challenge America’s Cup could be held in Valencia in 2010”.

The Swiss PR machine has tried to demonize the Americans as conniving sea lawyers who are
trying to steal through court action a prize that they are afraid to compete for on the water. But
the Swiss painted themselves into the corner they now occupy.

Yet it's hard to understand why Ellison would want to be known as the man who won the
America’s Cup in a courtroom after he was unable to win it on the water. Not that there isn’t
precedent. After Sir Michael Fay got his handed to him in the 1988 mismatch between his New
Zealand's 135 foot monohull and Dennis Conner’s 60-foot catamaran, Fay went back to court to
demand that he be awarded the cup, and the court actually gave it to him, if only briefly. That
decision was overturned when the Americans appealed. But at least Conner also won on the
water, even if his David carried a cannon against the pea shooter on Fay’s Goliath.

That 1988 race came about after the Americans took a position much like that adopted by the
Swiss in 2008 and went to court. Sweetness and light is not what the America’s Cup has ever
even about. Who can forget that glorious moment after the 1988 race when a very drunk Dennis
Conner looked at Fay’s yacht designer, Bruce Farr, and snarled, “Clear the stage. Get off my
stage. You're finished.... You're a loser!”

And so to 2009. In May a New York judge ordered Alinghi to face bitter American rival BMW
Oracle Racing in a rare one-on-one showdown in fast monster boats in a best-of-three match in
February.

Judge Kornreich strongly urged the bickering syndicates to go to mediation to finalize the dates
and other issues surrounding what could be the most spectacular racing in America's Cup
history.

This sets the syndicates on course to meet in massive multihulls that are so cutting-edge they
can sail up to 2-1/2 times the speed of the wind. Ellison's BMW Oracle Racing has been testing
a 27mx27m trimaran with a mast as high as a 16-story building and a mainsail twice the size of a
Boeing 747's wing. The Swiss are secretly building what's reportedly a 33.5m catamaran in
Villeneuve on the eastern shore of Lake Geneva.

Racing will be in Valencia, Spain, or another Northern Hemisphere port picked by the Swiss, who
must give the Americans six months notice of their choice.

Oracles spokesman Tom Ehman said BMW Oracle Racing believes the races should be held on
February 8 and 10, with a third race on February 12 if necessary. Mediation will also determine
whether an Italian challenger can participate.
