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VICE COMMODORES RULES COMMENTARY

The “STARBOARD” Hall
Is it necessary?

This commentary covers the most basic and fundahemes of the Racing Rules of Sailing. | aposagto
those readers whose response to this comment&Eyésyone knows that!!" | write this commentarydagise
from the comments | have heard around the Clulhisrsubject, | suspect everyone doeskmatw that.

“Rule 10 On Opposite Tacks
“When boats are on opposite tacks, a port tack $iwall keep clear of a starboard tack boat.”

Simple stuff. This rule imposes two obligationsaoport tack boat:-
(@ to keep clear of a starboard tack boat; and (byigauon)
(i) to keep a proper look out.

Question:  Does Rule 10 impose an obligation oragbetrd tack boat to give warning to the port tacat by
hailing “Starboard!!"?

Answer: No. There is no rule which imposes anygattion on a starboard tack boat to hail to a pack
boat to keep clear.

But: There is a rule which imposes an obligatioraatarboard tack boat which is relevant to Rute 10

“Rule 14 Avoiding Contact — “A boat shall avoid d¢aat with another boat if reasonably
possible.”

Simple stuff again. This rule imposes two obligas on a starboard tack boat:-
(@ to avoid contact, even with a port tack boat reslisy Rule 10 to keep clear; and (by implication)
(i) to keep a proper look out.

So, where does this leave a starboard tack boebltision course with a port tack boat requiredfyle 10 to
keep clear?

If it becomes apparent to a starboard tack bodtahaort tack boat is not going to keep clear {(palrly
because it seems the port tack boat is not awatheoftarboard tack boat) the starboard tack basttivo
options:-

(@ hail the port tack boat in an endeavour to maketretack boat comply with Rule 10;

(i) alter course to avoid contact, either by dippingagking.

So, if you are a starboard tack boat approachimgretack boat which is failing to keep clear, whatyou do?
0] hail and hope?
(i) alter course to avoid contact, and protest?

The answer to this question lies in your tactiggdraach. Before you decide what option to take, yeed to
run the following tactical considerations throughuy computer, all at the same time and possiblydif have
not been keeping a proper look out) in a few sesand

(a) if you hail, what is the port tack boat likely to,dand is that what you want it to do?

(b) do you want to disadvantage the port tack boatnigyosing a penalty on it, or run a protest if the

penalty is not taken?

(c) are you currently on a lift or a knock?

(d) do you want to be on the left hand side of the sewr the right hand side of the course?

What your computer will spit out for you will depeto a large extent on your position relative te position
of the port tack boat, particularly in respect dfieh boat is the furthest to weather, notwithstagdihe
collision course both are on.
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If you are sufficiently advanced to windward of thart tack boat (so that if the port tack boat diteep clear
it would collide with you), you are in a control§jrposition. If you want to continue on starboaadkt (either
because you are on a lift or you want to keep gtafty)you will want the port tack boat to stay port and dip
you. Clearly the best way to achieve that is t@ghe port tack boat an early warning to keeprclaahailing.
The port tack boat will be more likely to dip ydwanh to tack in your lee.

If the port tack boat is sufficiently advanced tmeward of you (so that if the port tack boat didkeep clear
you would collide with it), even though the portkaboat is the give way boat you may not be in rtrodliing

position. If the port tack boat also wants to g it will try to tack under your bow and forcewytack away on
to an undesirable board. Therefore, in this dibhata hail may be undesirable and you may be toeatter

course at the last second to dip the port tack aodthail a protest. The port tack boat, recoggighat it has
failed to keep clear and you altered course todaeontact, may do the honourable thing and takeralpy.

Chances are, it will not. If you wanted to press point, you would lodge a protest. Trouble igning a
protest under Rule 10 where there has been noataiaa be very difficult [refer ISAF Case 50].

Consider this. You are a starboard tack boat oallagsion course with a port tack boat. You expie port
tack boat to keep clear, but it doesn’t. You dalivith the port tack boat causing damage to he port tack
boat retires from the race. You carry on. The faok boat lodges a protest against you for briegdRule 14.
The outcome of the protest would (in all likelihgduk:-

0] if you hadn'’t hailed starboard before the collisignu would lose the protest and be disqualifiexirfr
the race;
(i) if you had hailed starboard before the collisiao will have acted to avoid contact and (provided Yy,

had taken the prescribed turning penalty for breacRule 14) you would win the protest and yo
finishing place would stand (unless you gainedificant advantage in the race or race series asutr
of the collision).

Conclusion:  Whilst a “Starboard!!” hail to a giveaywboat is not necessary, it is most often desrabid
prudent. A breach of Rule 14 by a starboard tao#t lhas more significant penalty ramifications foe
starboard tack boat than the penalty ramificatfons port tack boat in breach of Rule 10.

“Border security
is everyone’s business. It was local knowledge and vigilance that helped lead to the identification and capture of the
Rainbow Warrior bombers. The community have an even greater role in protecting our borders today. “That's why we
have Coastwatch 0800 4 CUSTOMS . This is a nationally coordinated, 24 hour hotline to Customs.”

“The local knowledge of members of the community makes them ideally placed to identify anything that appears
unusual or suspicious or people or craft that seem out of place. Locals can play a vital role in helping Customs protect
New Zealand communities from international crime, illicit drugs, terrorism, smuggling and other illegitimate activities.”

“Labour Weekend signals the commencement of the annual armada of arriving small craft from the cruising grounds of
the South Pacific. There will be more than 650 small craft, many of which will be overseas registered, arriving from the
South Pacific islands during the season which continues through until Christmas. Members of the community know
what looks suspicious in their area so we encourage people to let Customs know if they see or hear something. Call
Coastwatch however minor your suspicions are”.

Calls from members of the public are answered 24 hours a day, 7 days a week by Customs staff, and all information
and details are treated anonymously and in confidence. The nationwide, freephone number to ring is 0800 4
CUSTOMS (0800 654 279). For more information www.customs.govt.nz
